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Dear Brothers,

People will rise from their graves on that great Day with bare bodies, barefooted feet,
and dried lips. Allah says:

“That is a Day for which the people will be collected, and that is a Day [which will be]
witnessed.” [Hud: 103]

On that tremendous Day, Allah will set up the Scales to weigh the deeds of the servants
and to manifest His perfect justice. He says:

“And We set up the just balances for the Day of Resurrection, so no soul will be
wronged at all. And if there is [even] the weight of a mustard seed, We will bring it
forth. And sufficient are We as accountant.” [Al-Anbiya: 47]

“Then those whose scales are heavy — they are the successful. But those whose scales
are light — those are the ones who have lost themselves, [being] in Hell, abiding
eternally.” [AlI-Mu’minun: 102-103]

Glad tidings to those whose scales are heavy with good deeds, and woe to those whose
scales are light. Allah says:

“Then as for one whose scales are heavy, he will be in a pleasant life. But as for one
whose scales are light, his refuge will be an abyss. And what can make you know what
thatis? It is a blazing Fire.” [Al-Qari’ah: 6-11]
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On that Day, one will wish for a single good deed to uplift his rank or outweigh his
scale. The Prophet &8 informed us of actions that will weigh heavily on the Scale. A
wise person should hold firmly to them.

Among these are:

1. Sincere Monotheism and Testimony of Faith

Tirmidhi and others narrated from ‘Abdullah ibn ‘Amr ibn al-‘As that the Prophet &5
said:

“Indeed, Allah will bring forth a man from my Ummah before all creation on the Day of
Judgment. Ninety-nine scrolls [of sins] will be laid out before him—each as far as the
eye can see. Allah will say: ‘Did My recording angels wrong you?’ He will reply: ‘No, O
Lord! Then Allah will say: ‘Do you have any excuse?’ He will say: ‘No, O Lord!” Then
Allah will say: ‘Yes, indeed you have a good deed with Us. You shall not be wronged
today.” Then a card will be brought forth on which is written: I bear witness that there
is no god but Allah, and Muhammad is His Messenger. The man will say: ‘What is this
card compared to these scrolls?’ But the card will be placed on one side of the scale
and the scrolls on the other, and the scrolls will become light while the card will
become heavy. Nothing outweighs the name of Allah.”

This hadith shows the immense weight of sincere belief, as Allah says:

“Indeed, Allah does not forgive associating others with Him but forgives what is less
than that for whom He wills.” [An-Nisa: 48]

And:

“Say, ‘O My servants who have transgressed against themselves, do not despair of the
mercy of Allah. Indeed, Allah forgives all sins. Indeed, He is the Most Forgiving, Most
Merciful.”” [Az-Zumar: 53]

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This shows how the sincere testimony of faith outweighed those sins—because it was
said with pure intention, without associating partners with Allah or violating its
meaning.

2. Good Character

Abu Darda’ reported that the Messenger of Allah & said:

“There is nothing heavier on the Scale than good character.”

[Aboo Dawood and others]

Good character includes kind words, smiling at others, gentleness, kindness,
generosity, keeping ties, and avoiding harm. Allah paired good speech with great acts
of worship, saying:

“And [recall] when We took the covenant from the Children of Israel, [enjoining upon
them]: Do not worship except Allah; and to parents do good and to relatives, orphans,
and the needy. And speak to people good [words]...” [Al-Bagarah: 83]

And:

“And tell My servants to say that which is best. Indeed, Satan sows discord among
them.” [Al-Isra: 53]

So, speak not just good words, but the best ones. Good character should extend to
all—believers and non-believers, young and old, rich and poor.

The Prophet 5 said:

“A man may reach the level of one who fasts and prays by his good character.”
[Ahmad, Abu Dawood]

And:

“The most beloved of you to me and the closest to me on the Day of Judgment are
those best in character.”

[At-Tirmidhi]

And:

8- -
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“The most frequent cause of people entering Paradise is fear of Allah and good
character.”

[Ahmad, At-Tirmidhi]

And those most deserving of your good character are your family. He & said:
“The best of you are the best to their families, and | am the best among you to my
family.”

[At-Tirmidhi, lbn Majah]

3. Remembrance of Allah (Dhikr)

In the two Sahihs, Abu Hurairah narrated that the Prophet & said:

“Two words are light on the tongue, heavy on the Scale, and beloved to the Most
Merciful: Subhan Allah wa bihamdih, Subhan Allah al-‘Azim (Glory be to Allah and
praise be to Him; Glory be to Allah, the Almighty).”

[Al-Bukhari and Muslim]

So whoever wants heavy scales on the Day of Judgment should frequently say these
words and keep his tongue moist with the remembrance of Allah. He #8 said:
“Saying: Subhan Allah, Alhamdulillah, La ilaha illa Allah, and Allahu Akbar is dearer to
me than all that the sun rises upon.”

[Muslim]

And he & said:

“Whoever says: Subhan Allah wa bihamdih one hundred times a day, his sins will be
erased even if they are like the foam of the sea.”

[Agreed upon]

And he said to Abu Musa al-Ash‘ari:

“Shall I not tell you of a treasure from the treasures of Paradise?”

| said: “Yes, O Messenger of Allah.” He said:

9. -
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“La hawla wa la quwwata illa billah (There is no power and no strength except through
Allah).”

[Agreed upon]

And the Prophet # met Ibrahim el 4ds on the night of the Isra’, and he said:

“O Muhammad, convey my greetings to your nation and tell them: Paradise has good
soil and sweet water, and it is a flat plain. Its plantations are: Subhan Allah,
Alhamdulillah, La ilaha illa Allah, Allahu Akbar.”

[At-Tirmidhi]

And Juwayriyyah bint al-Harith reported that the Prophet & |eft her after Fajr while
she was in her prayer place, and when he returned later in the morning, she was still
sitting. He said:

“Are you still as | left you?”

She said: “Yes.”

He #5 said:

“I have said four phrases three times since | left you. If they were weighed against all
you have said since morning, they would outweigh them: Subhan Allah wa bihamdih,
‘adada khalgih, wa rida nafsih, wa zinata ‘arshih, wa midada kalimatih (Glory be to
Allah and praise be to Him, as numerous as His creation, as much as He is pleased with,
as heavy as His Throne, and as endless as His words).”
